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Stemming and Googles flordia release On Jan 5 & over optimization on high end key phrases.

Google introduced another advanced search feature, called “Stemming.” Simply put, Stemming matches keywords with other stem words (words originating from the keyword). With stemming, Google automatically searches for variations of words such as -ing  forms and plurals for example the word “like” will be matched to “like,” “likes,” “liking,” “likings,” “liked.” In other, words if you search for website design, you will be searching for websites design, website design, website designing, and websites designing.

Keyword Differentiation 

I highly believe that Google became search term specific which means it differentiates between commercial and non commercial  

keywords and key phrases. From constant testing and analysis, it is clear that my opinion holds good. Now, where did Google  

manage to get that list of keywords and key phrases? The answer is that Google owns a large database of money keywords  

through its ad words program; Ad words dealt with the most commercial kind stuff and got much popularity; Google now knew  

which keywords and key terms were the most competitive ones and likely to be over Optimized 

Over-Optimization

It seems that some type of ‘SEO filter’ is applied to check that whether over-optimization is done on some particular  

keywords or phrases. For example, if a link has a key word/phrase, the website URL has the key word/phrase, the webpage text  

is also over burdened by keywords or key phrases, then that page should be penalized for over-optimization. This theory might 

work; when a search query is made, Google gets a set of pages that match the query and then the SEO filter is applied to each of them. If any pages are found to exceed the allowable optimization, then those pages are not shown in the results. (Note error on the low side when doing optimization) Start at 1.5% KWD on high end terms, .5% on low end terms and work up from there.

QUESTIONS:

Are comment tags still effective in SEO?

In short: no. Comment tags today can be paralleled to the use of the keyword tag; they are no longer as effective as they once were.

Will Search engines will find every link to your site?

That said, they won’t even index all the links found on pages indexed by search engines.  Spiders can’t follow certain links  

(such as JavaScript links), and that will affect the number of links counted by search engines. 

Will Search engines list all the links they find to a my site?

In fact, they tend not to: Google, for instance, will only list links with PageRank above a certain level.  The exact  algorithm varies is a complex one; for instance, if your only link is from a PR3 site, it will most likely be listed.  However, if you have 100 links and one is from a PR3 site, it most likely will not be listed. link to page rank sites that  

are equal or better.

Will Search engine bots index my entire site at once?

I’ve had people ask me all too often why “Googlebot has left, and didn’t even finish indexing my site!”Bots will typically take multiple visits to index your entire site, particularly if it has large amounts of content.  The  first visit, also, isn’t likely to be a deep crawl(Two bots deep bot and fresh bot); it will more likely be a quick “check”  

on the state of your site like: Checking links, load time, broken links internal and external etc. Sites with high PageRank will tend to be indexed more quickly and more thoroughly than sites with low PageRank.

Does PageRank of 0 mean that you’ve been banned (Google-specific)?

No, this is a myth! If you’ve recently been added to the Google index, you’ll likely start with a PageRank of 0. (Note, also, that this is  

different from having no PageRank; a PageRank of 0 is represented by a white bar in the Google Toolbar and no PageRank is  

represented by a gray one.)

Is PageRank determined solely by the number of incoming links?

PageRank is determined by four things: 

1. the number of incoming links

2. the “quality” of incoming links (i.e., the PageRank of the sites linking to you) 

3. the number of outgoing links on a page linking to you

4. the number of outgoing links on your site.

let’s assume here that only one variable exists. 

1. If all incoming links have the same PageRank and everything else remains the same, the higher the number of incoming  

links, the better. 

2. If everything else remains constant, the higher the PageRank of sites linking to yours, the higher your PageRank will be.

Two more:

1. if two sites with equal PageRank link to you, the one with fewer outgoing links will benefit you more. (Explain)

2. your PageRank will be higher if you link to fewer people; each link involves “sharing” some of your PageRank. Have more inbound links than outbound links. (note links button on front page only to limit the amount of page rank on your links  

page).
