Optimize Images:
1. Reduce image size with yotophoto photoshop or fireworks. 

2. Use ALT text on all images to adequately identify missing images or images loaded into a text only browser. 
3. Textual content should be relevant and descriptive. 

4. Will raise the keyword density of the page slightly. 

5. Use of keywords should take a back seat to relevant and informative text. 

6. Enhance your SEO where possible, but don't use key phrase's at the expense of accessibility and definitely don't overuse them. 
File Attributes
1.      Use thumbnails that link to a larger, full size image, on a page of its own if necessary.  Bigger image files are seen as more important and tend to do better in image focused searches.  
2.      Optimize Link Tag 
3.      Optimize File Name 
4.      Always give images meaningful names, so avoid "image1.png " at all costs. 
5.      Don't use spaces in an image name at all; use a hyphen instead, which most search engines will interpret as a logical space. 
6.      For relevancy, always ensure you use an appropriate format for the image you're displaying; so for photographs use jpg and for logos, line drawings or other non-photographic imagery stick with gif or png.

Inserting Key Phrases Into Your Content
The two most common questions I am asked are:
1)       What is the most important meta tag in which to place your keywords? 
 Answer: Title Tags Of Course
2)       Where or in what position should my keyword appear in my meta tags? 
 Answer: meta tags are not used as a ranking variable for most search engines including Google. (Description Meta Tag Allow You To Describe Your Page Content If Key Phrase is present in Tag ). 

You want to have at least 500 to 800 words of keyword-rich content on every page.  This will give you enough copy to define each page while allowing you to target specific keywords. 
1)     Focus on one key phrase per page including all variations of that key phrase (outdoor lighting, lighting outdoors, outdoor lights and outdoor lights)., 
2)     Focus SEO writing based upon proven copy writing techniques that have been used by marketers for decades. It includes the basics of starting off with a headline, followed by a bolded statement, and then a paragraph of keyword-rich text. 
As an example, let's say I run Residential Landscape Lighting & Design Company  in Houston, Texas and the keywords I want to target are Landscape Lighting Houston, Lighting Design and outdoor lighting, and Houston landscape design , Again, your keyword rich content should be targeted and should not go off on a tangent about some other topic, detracting focus from your targeted keywords. 
For The second paragraph you should then write another sub heading followed by more keyword rich content.  You entire page can look something like this: 
Headline with general keyword describing the page or site .
1. Subhead line 1 Using key phrases describing paragraph 1 
Keyword rich content elaborating on headline 1 

2. Subhead line 2 Using key phrases describing paragraph 2 
Keyword rich content elaborating on headline 2 

3. Subhead line 1 Using key phrases describing paragraph 3 
Keyword rich content elaborating on headline 3  

4. The idea is to have at least 500 to 800 words on a page.  You can insert even more words, but make sure that you maintain your focus on your target keyword throughout the page.   

5. Make your general terms more specific i.e.. , it's easy to put a link on your site or say to your visitors "our products" or "our service."  Use specific terms, such as "outdoor lighting products" or "our lighting design service."   

6. Do not use general terms because the do tell the search engines anything and visitors will not find you if you are not specific.   

7. Do not use frames, shock, flash video or image files exclusively because these files can not be indexed and mean nothing to search engines. Using ALT tags can help the search engines understand what it is the file is displaying, but nothing can compare to the use of pure text on your web site.   

8. Be Careful of HTML editing tools some of which especially Content Management Systems (CMS) that will changes the content that is displayed to the public into a Flash file or an image file. Use an editor like Dreamweaver.   

9. The use of some HTML editors produce poorly written HTML code, which can cause search engine spiders not to index your web site.   

10. CMS tools can hurt your search engine rankings because it's so easy to change the content on your web site. Changing your content a lot does not give the search engines a good idea of what your site is about.  
11. Pages need to be published and remain constant if you want to perform well.

12.  Use tools, dreamweaver,  that allow you to add pages to your web site and build your content. Avoid CMS tools that only let you change the information on a set number of pages will result in diminished rankings. 
13. Your web site needs to be able to grow and expand. A system that only allows changes will force you to consistently remove content.  The result will be diminished rankings. 
Develop Content For Your Users
 
1. Do not use a ton of unrelated keywords slapped somewhere on the page just for the sake of rankings. 
2. Your site should make sense to humans which will also make sense to search engines. 

3. If your keywords are true to your site and your business then putting together your keyword rich content so it makes sense to your visitor should be your goal. 
4. It's important to be expressive.  Always ask -- and answer -- the questions of who, what, and where when you go about writing or re-writing your content. 
5. Develop a FAQ page.

6. Adding more descriptive text to your content will  please visitors and the search engines
