Google, Microsoft and Yahoo have agreed to all support the Sitemaps protocol in their web search tools. If your eyes glazed over as soon as you read "XML," or if you're wondering what all the hubbub is about, here is an excellent explanation of the protocol from Global Nerdy:
 
A SiteMap is an XML file that contains information about one or more URLs on a site. The information on the URLs is for the benefit of search engines and other applications that crawl or index the site.
 
The minimum information that a SiteMap must provide is a list of URLs. By providing such a list, you Normally, a search engine would have to explore all the links on your site to build a map of it; a SiteMap listing all the public URLs on your site would ensure that your site got indexed more quickly and that no URL got missed.
 
See Google's overview, too. (that's an HTTPS link)
 
Webmasters can also extend the file to give priority to a specific URL or URLs on their sites. So, you can tell search engines which pages are the most important, which pages change more often than others and how often they change. It greatly improves the efficiency and relevance of web searches, and the fact that the three major search companies are all getting behind Sitemaps shows that they're really interested in making the web a better place.
 
You don't often get to see major search engine rivals Google, Yahoo, and Microsoft agreeing to work together on something. But apparently the clamor from webmasters, to say nothing of the practical benefits to the search engines themselves, could not be ignored. Meet Sitemaps.org 0.90, a site that eases the job of submitting web pages for indexing to the search engines. 
Google and Yahoo initially announced their collaboration around November 16, with Microsoft joining in shortly thereafter. Up until now, when webmasters wanted to submit their sites to be indexed by the search engines, they had to use one RSS feed for Google, another one for Yahoo, and a third one for Microsoft. Now, with the launch of Sitemaps.org, webmasters and publishers have "a unified way to send their content...let our search engines know about new and existing content," explained Tim Mayer of Yahoo.
At the time they announced the collaboration, Google and Yahoo also issued an open invitation to other search engines willing to join the project. Microsoft accepted the invitation; Neither Ask.com nor any other search engine has come on board, but that can be expected to change.

Typical Spam Techniques 
Link Farms: link farm links to a large number of sites strictly to improve these sites’ popularity 
Misleading Content: If you’re trying to lure people to your site by using methods to score highly on popular keywords that only marginally have something to do with your content…stop it.
 Keyword Stuffing:
1. No alt tag stuffing
2. No Loading pages with irrelevant words in an attempt to increase a page’s keyword density.
3. Pages that harm accuracy, diversity or relevance of search results
4. Pages using methods to artificially inflate search engine ranking
Hidden or Invisible Text: 
1. Hdden text is designed to be the same color as the background of the web page it’s on. 
2. Cloaking or showing the search engines one kind of content and your visitors another.
3. Hidden eye blink redirects
4. Use only text and links that are visible to users.
Vanity Domains: 
A vanity domain is another term for a mirror site. Basically, you make multiple copies of one web site, all featuring the exact same content, and put them on different servers with different domain names. That’s duplicate content, and that’s a no-no.
1. Don’t create multiple pages, subdomains, or domains with substantially duplicate content.
2. Pages that have substantially the same content as other pages” and “Multiple sites offering the same content
Doorway Pages/Deceptive Redirects:
1.A doorway page is optimized for a particular keyword or phrase but doesn’t provide any content on that topic. Instead, when a user searches for that phrase and finds the site near the top, he clicks on the link, and the page redirects him to another web site that has little or nothing to do with the topic.
